Chrismon is a word made from parts of two words: Christ and 

Monogram.  Like our initials placed on a sweater or a handkerchief, a Chrismon is 

a monogram for Jesus that tells us something about his birth, life, and ministry, 

particularly as they point to Jesus= birth at Christmastime.  We extend a special 

welcome to our guests and request that they fill out the information card in the 

pew rack, and place it in the offering plate.

CALL TO WORSHIP – CHRISMON INTERPRETATION 

 L: The season of Advent has arrived, and our preparation for the celebration 

of Christmas now begins. 

 P: May our hearts and minds be led toward the true meaning of 

Christmas. 
 L: To help us on this journey, we will interpret the meaning of the ornaments 

on our Chrismon tree. 

 L: The most common Chrismons are monograms, or letters, drawn from the 

Biblical names for Jesus.  The IHS monogram which appears on our 

Chrismon tree, as well as the paraments on the communion table, are the 

first three letters in the Greek spelling of Jesus.   

 P: This Chrismon reminds us of the words of the angel to Joseph, “She 

will give birth to a son, and you are to give him the name Jesus, 

because he will save his people from their sins.” 
 L: Another Chrismon is formed by the Greek letters Chi and Rho.  These are 

the first two letters in the Greek word Christos, or Christ, which in 

Hebrew is „Messiah.‟   

 P: This Chrismon reminds us of the announcement of the angel to the 

shepherds at the birth of Jesus, “Do not be afraid. I bring you good 

news of great joy that will be for all the people. Today in the town of 

David a Savior has been born to you; he is Christ the Lord.”
